WHAT HAPPENS IF MY CHILD DOESN'T PASS?

> Any student who does not pass in the spring has an opportunity to retest in the
summer after attending summer remediation.

> |If a student does not pass the summer retest, then he or she will be retained and
unable to move on to 4™ grade (unless he/she has a “Good Cause Exemption”).

» According to the Indiana Department of Education:
“Students who do not pass IREAD-3 in the spring have an opportunity to retest in the summer.
Students who do not pass the spring or summer administrations of IREAD-3 will continue to
receive instruction in Grade 3 Reading, will be officially reported as a third grader, and will
fully participate in the IREAD-3 assessment.”

> A parent does not have the option of “opting out” of retention. 7
